Marine Resources Committee Meeting
November 29, 2006 Meeting

Meeting called to order by Chairman Mark Nelson.

Approve Minutes – Motion to correct minutes from May 31, 2006 and September 27, 2006 to reflect Paul Mateosian taking the minutes, not Chairman Nelson and approve them by Mr Mateosian.  Seconded by Mr McNelly.  Unanimously approved.
Survey Results – Mr Card did not bring the survey results with him this evening so they will be discussed at the December meeting.  The results are posted on Mr Card’s website www.areabiologist.info.
Town Landing Update – Discussed the application for a grant to purchase a parking area for the Sabino Landing.  The grant application was prepared by the Selectmen and Town Administrator, and was last known to be in the top 3 applications being considered.
Warden Report – Long Cove is closed to digging.  One digger was found guilty of digging in Long Cove and he is appealing the conviction.
Area Biologist Report – Mr Card – pollution closer grace period before depuration is allowed is no longer the practice of DMR.  Mr Card gave the example of the Cousins River.  Discussion ensued regarding how to influence DMR to go back to having a grace period.  The Town of West Bath should find a way to prohibit depuration digging at Men’s Club.  The Town Administrator gathered 7 years of data for Men’s Club.  Discussed strategies for supervising the testing or for getting permission to do our own testing.  The State of Maine water sampling procedures require the samples to be reviewed by an outside consultant.  FDA – Peter Capopolus and DMR – Amy Fitzpatrick are key to water sample methods.  Current testing methods are drastically flawed.  We need more frequent testing.  If the Town of West Bath does our own sampling we should do it at least 12 to 15 times per year.
