Mark Green gave an interesting presentation on his ten years of study on juvenile clam mortality and outlined his planned experiments to be carried out in the tidal area of Broad Cove recently closed for conservation.  
Recommendations for vacant positions
Warren reported that Dave Morin was willing to serve as a board member and that Darrin Mitchell was willing to serve as an alternate. Their names will be passed on to the Selectmen for consideration.
Water Testing Update
Warren informed us that Jim Hennessy, Warren Swanson, Darren Mitchell, Tim Davis and Dave Morin had attended the water testing training and were certified. The next  water test date is June 25th and Warren will be doing the sample gathering..

DMR Water Quality Review Project
It was reported that the Selectmen had voted to appropriate an additional $1,000 for the effort. Don Card reported that it was going forward.

Shoreline Cleanup:
We will attempt to schedule a shoreline cleanup in conjunction with any red tide or rain closure. It was also discussed that shoreline cleanup should be an everyday mindset, and that we should be particularly vigilant in keeping access areas such as the Sabino parking area cleaned up.  
Pollution Abatement Plan

We discussed a strategy for investigating sources of pollution that includes doing independent  testing of small streams leading into threatened productive clam flats. Brad Stover will investigate the cost of  having our water samples tested at the state lab. Paul Mateosian will investigate the possibility of having some testing done by the waste water treatment plant in Bath.

Don Card reported that the DMR water quality audit was going forward. Don inquired about the May 19th and 20th reseedings. Warren reported that they were well attended and successful.
