Request for Funding for Review of DMR’s Water Quality Program
Attached please find correspondence from the Town of Freeport concerning the funding of an independent review of the Department of Marine Resources Water Quality Program.  As you may be aware, this review is the subject of pending state legislation; however, the DMR does not have the money to fund such a study.  Freeport has therefore proposed that impacted localities make a contribution toward this project.  

The Marine Resources budget for the current fiscal year contains $1,000 for special projects which, to the best of my knowledge, will not be expended.  It is therefore respectfully recommended that the Selectmen refer this matter to the Marine Resources Board with a request that it consider donating its special project funds for this study.
