Steven Theodore is joining Ms. Jordan for the presentation.  The existing building square footage is 587 square feet, 30% expansion available is 176 square feet for a new total of 763 square feet.  The proposed addition is 700 square feet, well under the 30% expansion.  The existing volume is 4329 cubic feet, 30% expansion available is 1299 cubic feet, so the new total of volume will be 5628 cubic feet.  Proposed volume will be 5609 cubic feet.  The original prints did not have the correct figures accounting for shed.  The Planning Board helped Ms. Jordan and Mr. Theodore rework the calculations to include the existing shed.  The shed area and volume will be used for expansion calculations and shed will be removed.  Motion by Rick Davis to except as reworked.  Seconded by Wayne Renshaw.  Voted unanimously, approved.

· John Snell owner of Jaiden Landscaping, came for information.  Mr. Snell would like to buy and build a new site for his business. The State regulations are stricter than the Town ordinance, and required large sign which is not allowed in home occupation.
