Hill Road Shoulder Bids
The Town Administrator reported that no bids were received on the Hill Road project by closing and that the project would be put out for bid again August 23, this time for two weeks.
2. 
Road Commissioner Bid Policy
Selectman Oceretko introduced for discussion altering the Town Bid Policy, a conversation previously tabled in April. The Town Administrator proposed altering the current bid policy to allow for a more specific road bid policy. This new policy would allow for any projects costing less than $5000 be assigned at the discretion of the Town Administrator with the Road Commissioner. Projects from $5000-$10,000 would be decided upon by the Board of Selectmen without bid, with the Road Commissioner collecting quotes when possible and acting as advisor to the selectmen. Projects greater than $10,000 would be put out for bid under current procedure. Discussion followed as to emergency projects or projects that ran over budget, which selectmen suggested gain approval by both Town Administrator and Road Commissioner when urgent action must be taken, however the selectmen agreed that a new proposed policy should be written by the Town Administrator and presented at the next meeting to be reviewed with Road Commissioner present.  Selectman Nelson also clarified that this new policy would be complimentary to the current Town Bid Policy, specifically for road bids.

16 Whistlers Cove Road (Purchase and Sale Agreement)

Selectman Oceretko confirmed that the board would collectively sign Purchase and Sale Agreement and suggested that the Town Administrator organize paperwork, as well as sign on behalf of the town.  Selectman Oceretko further confirmed that the Quitclaim Deed would need to be handled by the Board of Selectmen at a later date. Selectman Nelson moved to authorize the Town Administrator to sign the Purchase and Sale Agreement for the Whistlers Cove Auction, August 24th, seconded by Selectman Hennessey. Selectmen unanimously approved.

Appointments

Selectman Oceretko presented that the West Bath Economic Development Corporation is the current owner of the Wing Farm property and maintain sole authority for the property, including listing the property for sale.  Selectman Nelson moved to appoint Paul Coombs, Robert Weir, Steven Kalisz and Ron Beal all to one year terms on the West Bath Economic Development Corporation, seconded by Selectman Hennessey. Selectmen unanimously approved.
Selectman Oceretko proposed appointing current alternate members, Jay Paris and Scott Andreson, to the Planning Board as regular full members in order to maintain quorum concerns and Insure valid voter standing for the Planning Board.  Selectman Hennessey moves to appoint current alternate members Jay Paris and Scott Andreson to the Planning Board, seconded by Selectman Nelson. Selectmen unanimously approved.

 Other

Selectman Nelson requested that the fire department wash the back of the town office building, and also mentioned possible abuse of the dumpster at the municipal office. The Town Administrator further suggested the possibility of purchasing game cameras for security purposes.
Sabino Road 

– 
Selectman Oceretko presented further issues with regards to traffic and citizen requests to widen the Sabino road near the boat launch as a safety precaution. Selectman Oceretko discussed the current right-of-way versus the natural traffic flow; road ordinances for public roads, private roads, and minor streets; and suggested working with the Road Commissioner on the possibility of a straightening and widening project to be added to next years’ budget.
· David Hennessey inquired as to whether the town had received a culvert grant for Sabino Road. Selectman Nelson responded that the town had not been given the grant this year, and further suggested adding more documentation this coming cycle in order to secure the grant, to which the Town Administrator confirmed.
· Selectman Oceretko confirmed that citizen complaints, regarding speeding, traffic violations and other road issues, should be directed to the Sagadahoc County Sheriff’s Department and not to the Board of Selectmen.  Citizens are also encouraged to self-police when feasible as selectmen are not able to police or enforce these violations.
