1. Selectman Oceretko announced that himself along with Administrator Garland and Assessor Ron Beal went to Sabino Road to take measurements to identify right of way and make a map to further research a possible road project.

1. Appointments

Selectman Oceretko reviewed the current West Bath Investment Committee members need to be appointed to staggered three (3) year terms. 
Selectman Hennessey moved to Appoint Steve Kalisz to a three (3) year term, Bob Weir to a two (2) year term, and Paul Coombs to a one (1) year term, Selectman Nelson seconded. Selectmen unanimously approved.
2. 16 Whistler’s Cove Road

Selectman Oceretko presented a breakdown of funds from the 16 Whistler’s Cove Road auction.  The remaining balance of $96,424.50 is proposed to remain in the Town’s general revenue fund as revenue until voted upon at town meeting. Selectman Oceretko further advised that the article for disposition of funds for this balance should a standalone article so as to attract the full attention of voters. David Hennessey requested a breakdown of funds and clarification at town meeting.  Administrator Garland suggested that the Selectmen moved to apply portions of revenue to the back taxes on this property and auction fees for the record.
Selectman Hennessey moved to apply $6883.80 to pay outstanding back taxes on 16 Whistlers Cove Road (Map R6, Lot 53), seconded by Selectman Nelson. Selectmen unanimously approved.
Selectman Nelson moved to apply $2791.70 to the remaining balance due by Keenan Auction Company for the sale of 16 Whistlers Cove Road (Map R6, Lot 53), seconded by Selectman Hennessey. Selectmen unanimously approved.
Selectman Hennessey moved to apply the remaining balance of $96,424.50 from the sale of 16 Whistlers Cove Road (Map R6, Lot 53) to the Town of West Bath general revenue fund as other revenue to be held until voted upon at town meeting, seconded by Selectman Nelson. Selectmen unanimously approved.

Administrator Garland noted that the yield sign has been placed at the intersection of Sabino Road and Houghton Pond Road per the guidance of the project engineer.
