VI. CITIZEN’S COMMENTS 
1. Merrilee Wilson addressed the Selectmen regarding the Hill Road and Brookside Road intersection, having previously reached out to the Road Commissioner.   Wilson described the apron installed during the recent improvements to Hill Road, the placement of which is now causing a divot to form. Wilson expressed concern on behalf of residents of Brookside Road who have invested a significant amount to maintain this road. Selectman Oceretko noted that this is not a public road, but a right-of-way, and agreed to visit the area to assess the road and the adjoining apron to see if this can be included in current shoulder work to Hill Road.

VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS


1. Harbor Master Bill
Selectman Oceretko turned the floor over to Administrator Garland who reviewed a bill currently on the Warrant for $250.00 payable to Kennebec Marine Service for removal and disposal of a loose float at the request of the Harbor Master. Administrator Garland asked that the bill be paid from Unanticipated Expenses.
Selectman Nelson moved to authorize the payment of Kennebec Marine Services from the Unanticipated Expenses fund, seconded by Selectman Hennessey. Selectman Nelson further motioned to approve Warrant as written, seconded by Selectman Hennessey. Selectmen unanimously approved.
2.  Investment Committee Policy

Selectman Oceretko turned the floor over to Steve Kalisz, Chair of the West Bath Investment Committee, who reviewed the Investment Committee Policy draft submitted to the selectman for review prior to final review by the Town Attorney. Kalisz also noted that there would be a separate policy drafted for creating a funds cap, so as to avoid rewriting the entire policy should changes to the cap be necessary. Selectman Nelson noted that funds should be referred to as the Long Term Capital Improvement Fund. Administrator Garland suggested that the Selectmen review the draft Policy and revisit any necessary edits at the next Regular Selectmen Meeting.

3. Other

Selectman Oceretko broached the subject of current negotiations between the Town and Comcast Cable, and the opportunity to reinstate a public access channel to broadcast meetings.  Discussion followed as to board members’ aversion to broadcasting meetings, whether or not citizens would watch meetings if they were made available, and the actual expense for public access. Administrator Garland relayed a suggestion made by the Town Attorney that public access be negotiated into the contract rather than try to extend service to outlying areas, as the town is less likely to successfully extend service.  Administrator Garland volunteered to research costs and comparable town viewership with Comcast in order to revisit the issue at a later date.
