SPECIAL TOWN MEETING

Wednesday, October 29, 2003

7:00 P.M. West Bath Fire Department 

A Legal Special Town Meeting was held at the West Bath Fire Department in West Bath, Maine on Wednesday, October 29, 2003at 7:00 P.M.  Colleen Condon, Town Clerk for the Town of West Bath, who subsequently read the warrant through to Article 1, called the meeting to order at the West Bath Fire Station at 07:04 P.M.
ARTICLE 1.  MODERATOR

Roger R. Therriault, was nominated as moderator.  It was moved and seconded that the nominations close.  By way of secret ballot, Roger R. Therriault was voted as Moderator (6-0).  Colleen Condon swore in Roger R. Therriault at   07:08 P.M.  October 29, 2003 at the West Bath Fire Station.

ARTICLE 2.  To See if the Town will Vote to Appropriate the sum of up to $23,000 from the Transfer Station Rental Fee Account (Pine Tree), to be used to retain professional planning services to assist the Comprehensive Plan Commission.

ARTICLE 3.  To See if The Town will Vote to Appropiate the sum of up to $60,000 from the Transfer Station Rental Fee Account (Pine Tree), to be used to guarantee the Town’s 20% matching portion ($80,000) of an 80% grant ($320,000) for the installation of a water main on a .65 Mile portion of Fosters Point Road.  This Article authorizes the expenditure of the money only in the event a grant is obtained.

Article 4.  Shall an ordinance entitled “ An Ordinance to Establish the Office of Deputy Code Enforcement Officer” be enacted in the following form?  Voted Against 08:15 P.M.  Not Debatable until June 2004 tabling this Article at next Town Meeting


There is hereby established the office of Deputy Code Enforcement Officer pursuant to 30-A M.R..S.A. 3001. The Deputy Code Enforcement Officer shall be appointed by the Board of Selectman upon recommendation by the Town Administrator and Code Enforcement Officer.  The Deputy’s term shall end annually on the 30th Day of June.  The Board of Selectman may remove the Deputy for cause after notice of hearing.  More than one Deputy may be appointed.


The duties of the Deputy Code Enforcement Officer shall be to assist the regular Code Enforcement Officer in the performance of his or her duties as directed by the Code Enforcement Officer.  In the event that the Code Enforcement Officer is absent or otherwise unavailable, the deputy is authorized to act on his or her behalf.

Article 5.  To see if the Town will vote to appropriate the sum of $3,500 from the Town Reserve, to be used for the payment of a Deputy Codes Enforcement Officer to work ten (10) hours per week, beginning on or about the third week of March, 2003 and continuing for the remainder of FY 2003-04.
