MINUTES FOR THE TOWN OF WEST BATH’S

SPECIAL TOWN MEETING OCTOBER 5, 2006
A legal Special Town Meeting was held at the West Bath Fire Hall in the Town of West Bath, Maine, on the 5th of October 2006.  The meeting was called to order at the School at 7:00 p.m. by Susan L Look, Town Clerk for the Town of West Bath, who subsequently read the warrant through to Article 1.

In the name of the State of Maine, you are hereby required to notify and warn the voters of the Town of West Bath, in the said County, qualified by law to vote at town affairs, to meet in the Meeting Hall of the West Bath Fire Hall, in the said town, on Tuesday, the 5th day of October, A.D. 2006, at seven o’clock in the evening, then and there to act upon the following Articles, set out to wit:

ARTICLE 1.  MODERATOR
Mr Roger Therriault, esq., was nominated as moderator by Mr David Hennessey.  It was moved and seconded that the nominations close by Mr Wilbert Small.  By way of secret ballot, Mr. Therriault was voted as Moderator (4-0).  Mr. Therriault was sworn in by Susan L Look at 7:04p.m. October 5, 2006, at the West Bath Fire Hall.  

Motion to allow Town Administrator Hile permission to speak at Town Meeting by Chairman Stephen Gardner.  Seconded by Mr Hennessey.  Approved.
 
ARTICLE 2.   Upon motion made and seconded by a show of cards, the town voted to authorize the Board of Selectmen to sign a Resolution designating the following properties (or the portions thereof that are zoned Business/Commercial or Urban Development) for inclusion in the Mid-coast Military Redevelopment Zone:

1. Wing Farm Business/ Industrial Park Expansion, approximately 32.32 acres, West Bath Tax Map R1, Lots 15,15A, 15B, 15C.

 

2. Calkin Property, Arthur Reno Road, approximately 3.14 acres, West Bath Tax Map U7, Lots 20, 21 (portion).

 

3. Crooker Property, State Road, approximately 17.48 acres, West Bath Tax Map U7, Lots 10, 11 (portion).

 

4. Donnell Property, intersection of New Meadows & State Roads, approximately 12.16 acres, West Bath Tax Map U6, Lot 17 ( portion).

 

5. Sullivan Property, State Road, approximately 3.6 acres, West Bath Tax Map U10, Lot 10.
