Art.1.  Roger R Therriault was nominated as moderator by Maria Renaud.  It was moved and seconded that the nominations close by Paula Nelson.  By way of written ballot, Mr Therriault was voted as Moderator (4-0) and sworn in by Susan L Look at 9:02am.

ELECTION OF OFFICIALS

Art.2.  The polls were then opened at the Town Hall for the townspeople to cast their ballots for the following referendum question:

Do you favor joining with other schools in the lower Kennebec River area to form a regional school unit?  (L.D. 910 is a locally created law that would allow for the creation of a  new school unit comprised of Arrowsic, Bath, Georgetown, Phippsburg, West Bath and Woolwich and would meet the requirements for consolidation set forth by recent state legislation.)
