1.  Request to Utilize Funds from Sale of SCBA Units – Chief MacArthur

The Town Administrator provided the following summary:  The Board authorized the sale of the Fire Department’s old SCBA units with the proceeds to be utilized to purchase hose and other items for Engine 8.  Chief MacArthur has requested placement on Monday evening’s agenda to discuss using those funds instead for hose testing (which is needed in the coming year, but which was not included in the budget by the previous Chief.)  Additional information will be presented at the meeting.  Chief MacArthur stated that SCBA’s were sold for $1,500.00, and this would be used towards the hose testing, which is very extensive.
