VII.     COMMITTEE/DEPARTMENT/WORK GROUP REPORTS
1. Withdrawal Committee
Selectman Oceretko said they will meet with RSU 1 on Wednesday for the second sit down.  The committee has a 4th or 5th draft corrected withdrawal agreement with RSU 1, with a few important topics to address.  The committee hopes to come to an agreement this week if not definitely next meeting.
Our committee will be putting together some kind of a survey or poll for our residents, trying to reach as many as possible.  This would be to try to get their feeling on the withdrawal process and their input on where to send the students.RSU 1, Brunswick or Topsham.  This survey will be sent out sometime the end of September.

1. Property Foreclosure
Samuel Haggett owner of two parcels of land located on Map U11 Lots 022-B & 15-F have been foreclosed due to past due taxes.  Selectmen Nelson informed Mr. Haggett he would have to pay the taxes in full before the Town will Quit-Claim the property back.  Mr. Haggett will stop at Town Office on Tuesday to pay in full.  

2. Appointment of West Bath EDC 

Motion by Selectman Bourget to appoint the following to One Year term on the  West Bath’s Economic Development Corporation:  Bill Haggett, Patricia Taggert, Steven Kalisz and Darlene Estabrook and the following to Two Year term:  Newell “Pete” Guild and Daryl Coffin.  Seconded by Selectman Oceretko.   Unanimously Approved.

3. Commitment
Jon Davis, Town Administrator presented the Selectmen with six different options, three with taking $100,000 from surplus and three without taking from surplus also showing low, medium and high Overlay options.  Mr. Hennessey ask what the projection are from high to low.  Selectman Nelson read to options:  without the $100,000 surplus $10.25, $10.45 and $10.75, with $100,000 from surplus $10.15, $10.20 and $10.30.  
Motion by Selectman Bourget to set the mil rate at $10.20 with $100,000 from surplus.  Seconded by Selectman Oceretko.  Unanimously Approved.

4. Town Audit Review
Selectmen reviewed the 2014 Preliminary Audit.  Selectmen Nelson noted that the legal account will be a carry forward account this year because it was raised at a Special Town meeting.
