      1. RSU 1 Withdrawal Committee Update -  A public hearing took place on October 23, 2014 in which schools within the district addressed issues regarding the withdrawal process.  School choice was one of the main topics that were discussed that night.  Eventually in order to proceed for the meeting a request was made to no longer discuss this item since it was not a part of the Withdrawal agreement that was proposed by the committee.  Selectman Oceretko will represent the Town in court for the RSU 1 lawsuit. 
VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS


1. Jay McCreight , a candidate to represent our District 51, came to introduce herself and wanted to give the public and idea of who she was and the experience that she has in the field.  In the past she has worked in social services dealing with young people as well as older individuals.  She enjoys advocating for others.  If elected, she would like to be involved in many different areas of the community such as Marine Resources and a senior program called “Keep me Home.”

2. Constable Swear In – Selectman Bourget motioned to appoint Adam Garland as a constable it was seconded by Selectman Oceretko it was unanimously approved.

3. Fire Department Update –  The training burn on October 12th on Berry’s Mill  Road went well.  The State Fire Marshall was invited to attend.  The Town Administrator Adam Garland , the Shell Fish Warden Doug Alexander , and the Fire Chief Greg Payson met to discuss responsibility with the Town boat.  A mutual descion to store the boat at the Fire House was made in order to save some money for the Town.  Not putting it away for storage will save the town around $1200.  It will winter outside.  We are looking into prices for the cost to get the boat winterized.  Boat will be coming out of the water around the 8th of November and currently alternatives to save money on gas for the boat are being explored.  All of the trucks passed inspection.  The Chief was able to place all training records in the Town Administrators office.  Brandi now has access to the calendar at the fire hall.  Fire Chief  has given Brandi permission to put items into the calendar.  On Tuesday Kathy Rogers called and the fire department went to help with water issues and the fire department was able to help her resolve it.  Selectman Nelson wanted to make sure that the boat is being used and able to be used by those who need access to the boat.    Chief asked if the service should be dropped that was done at the Fire Hall because only 2 permits were issued with that service and it cost the town a lot of money.  The online service seems to be very successful.  


4. Discuss November Town Meeting -  The town meeting starts on the morning on of Election day.  A warden is elected who will declare the polls open and at the end they will close the polls. At 8:00 the Warden is sworn in. The meeting ends when we reconvene in May.  No moderator needed for this meeting.

5. Discuss Town Office Cleaning Services – This will be moved into personnel information.  

6. Confirm November 10th meeting date (reference holiday) – Next meeting date will be November 10th.

7. Other: Town Administrator report – Town clerk and Tax Collector have been working well together.  Everything seems to be progressing forward with elections.  Saturday 18th the Administrator was able to attend the Disposable Waste program through the Town of Brunswick.  He is hoping that next year a representative from the Recycling Committee will be able to attend this event to represent the Town.  Computers were updated for the tax collector and the town clerk in order to help with some computer issues that needed to be addressed.  MMA is coming tomorrow to do an inspection of our facilities to verify that our town is complying with the MMA.   Contact will be made with Steve Reno to have the outside lot bush hogged and to make sure that the weather station is avoided during the process.  Depositions are on track for the RSU lawsuit.  An ad was placed that had incorrect information on the voting for on November 4, 2014.  The information was corrected.  On record we have done everything to pull the ad that was incorrectly placed in the Times Record.  Question was made by Fire Chief Payson to spray the building.  Selectman Nelson will get in touch with Budd.  Shingles are gone from the building, do we need to get the roof taken care of and that will be looked into to see if this needs to be done before winter or in the spring.
