1. School Transition Committee Update (Peter Oceretko and Kyle Yacoben) –
Summary of what was discussed:

· How much authority do they have not being an official school?

VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS

1. Appointments – Steve Winter to the Budget Advisory Committee
 A motion was made by Selectman Oceretko to accept this appointment ending June 30, 2015 and it was seconded by Selectman Nelson and it was unanimously approved.  
2. School Board Election Update Summary – 

· Need to have 5 total members.
· 2 seats for a three year term, 2 seats for a two year term and 1 seat for a one year term.  
· Nomination papers were made available on 1/15/2015.  
· Papers due back by 2/19/2015.  
· 3/6/15 absentee ballots will be available to the public. 
·  4/2/15 last day that absentee ballots can be given out. 
·  Tuesday 4/7/2015 the School Board Election will be held.  
· When the people get nomination papers they can chose the term that they will would like to be nominated for.  
· Question was asked to have an information session at the Fire Hall.  Selectman Nelson wanted to wait to see what Selectman Bourget thoughts are.  
3.  Certificate of Withdrawal – We did receive the official Certificate from the Secretary of State. 
4.  School Transition Committee – Selectman Oceretko would like the Selectman to go from three people to four to add Carol Gillespie.  Selectman Oceretko made a motion to place her on the School Transition Committee and Selectman Nelson seconded and it was unanimously accepted.
5.  Other – 1) Mr. and Mrs. Cressey had questions regarding the property next to them.  It is actually two lots, both are in foreclosure.  One is being foreclosed by the bank and the other by the Town due to unpaid taxes. Town Administrator suggested that they come in on Thursday to discuss this further with the Assessor and himself so that they can figure out what is the best thing to do.  

2) Steve Winter spoke in regards to West Bath, RSU1 and the City of Bath.  He had questions in regards to having any other civil cases.  He also asked if anyone has ever thought of pursuing a criminal case.  He asked if we were able to ask Sally Daggett of what the possibilities of criminal case.   As a citizen of West Bath, Steve Winters asked for the Selectman to look into this.  He also asked of Roger Therriault relationship to the town in 2008.  There were conflicts of interest with Roger Therriault so the Town had to hire a new attorney to represent them.  Selectman Nelson said that they will get some answers from Sally.  3)  Wing Farm Property– They have noticed that people have been dumping things there.  The Administrator asked if Steve is able to stop plowing that area to stop people from leaving things there.  There is a road in Phippsburg that is posted that the road is not maintained during certain months.  The Administrator asked if we could make a motion to discontinue the road.  Need to find out about signage and everything that we need to do stop plowing this road.  The administrator will look into whether we can legally not maintain the road.  
3)  No complaints about the new way the sand is available.  The roads have looked good the last couple of storms.
