BUSINESS ITEMS

1. Donation Policy-  Last year Maine Public Television did not send a request for a donation last year.  The Town Administrator looked into the policy regarding the lapse in requests.  Information was found that a petition must be presented in order to  receive a donation.  We will send them the information on what they will need to do moving forward.
2. Lenardson Property (Jodie and Eric Lenardson)-  Not able to make it due to the weather.  Asked to be on the agenda for February 23, 2014
3. Set Date for Town Meeting – Wednesday June 17, 2015 is the tentative date for the Town Meeting with a continuance on June 18, 2015.  Motion was made by Selectman Bourget, seconded by Selectman Oceretko.  Unanimously accepted.  Clarification needs to be made on when the budget can be voted on for the school budget.  Special Town Meeting needs to take place in order to approve using the funds that were left over from the Withdrawal Committee.  
4. Abatements (Ron Beal Assessing Agent)-  a) Abatement #11 Sally Carbone 72 Sanford Crossing Road -    b) Abatement #12 Lori Chase 62 Berrys Mill Road – Abatements were given to the Board and Mr. Beal recommended that we accept the abatements and a motion was made by Selectman Bourget to accept them and Selectman Oceretko seconded and it was Unanimously accepted.
5. School Transition Committee-  Funds for legal consult to help to get things done, money for IT to finance the school, start up costs, once they have cycled through and tax revenue has caught up with spending.  The School Transition Committee is requesting $40,000 for start-up funds. They went aggressive due to time restraints so they only want to go to the public one time with what is needed.  On Tuesday February 24, 2015 at the Fire Station a Special Town meeting will need to take place.  Motion was made by Selectman Oceretko to set a tentative date to authorize the Transition Committee to continue with its work in preparation of school board election seconded by Selectman Bourget.  Unanimously Accepted. Kyle Yacoben has updated us on some issues with the Transition Committee as well.
6. Appointment-  Transition Committee has requested to appoint Emily Thompson but we are waiting for funds to be available pending the election.  Selectman Bourget made a motion to accept pending the Special Election on February 24, 2015.
