BUSINESS ITEMS

1. Thomas Emero Quit Claim Deed-  Motion was made by Selectman Oceretko to execute Quit-Claim Deed and seconded by Selectman Bourget.  Unanimously Approved.  
2. Public Discussion with Joyce McCreight-  Representative McCreight was present to ask the citizens of West Bath what they would like for her to bring to the Appropriations Committee.  Representative McCreight asked about the Town’s opinion on the Governor’s Budget.  She asked if the loss of Revenue Sharing would effect the citizens of West Bath. Selectman Bourget did not believe that this would effect the Town due to the decrease in the amount that we have received in the past.  Other issues that were discussed were her thoughts on immigration and the increase in minimum wage.  Representative McCreight thanked the Town for the opportunity to come.
3. 2015 Spirit of America Foundation –  This item will be placed on a future agenda in April.
4. George Boynton Property (Jaime Hruska)-  They were unable to make the meeting.
5. Overdue Personal Property Tax (Assessing Agent Ron Beal)-  Currently there is $35,000 past due for personal property tax.  Some businesses have closed so it may be difficult to get funds from these places, but there are companies that are still active that have delinquent accounts.  The Town Administrator will be looking into what the best options will be to receive these funds since these amounts are figured into the Towns yearly Commitment.
6. Other-  The Budget Advisory Committee has been looking into options for what can be done with the funds that were received from the recent law suit.  Mr. Hennessey and Mr. Winters requested for warrant to be drafted so that the citizens of West Bath are able to vote.
