VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS

1. Appointments – Motion made by Selectman Oceretko to accept appointment letters of Town Staff and Committee/Board members effective July 1, 2015 as provided by Town Clerk.  Seconded by Selectman Nelson. Unanimously Approved.
2. Board of Selectman Meeting Dates for July 2015 –  The Selectman will be meeting July 6th instead of July 13th due to Selectman Nelson being out of town as well as the Town Administrator.  The Board will meet as scheduled on July 27th.
3. Disbursement of Municipal Education Costs Policy –  Since the school is a department of a school, the warrants need to be signed by the Selectman.  A motion was made to accept the disbursement of municipal education costs policy by Selectman Oceretko and seconded by Selectman Oceretko.  Unanimously Approved.
4. Personal Property Abatements –  A letter was drafted by the Treasurer/Tax Collector and Assessing Agent in regards to personal property that has not been addressed by the owners.  Some of the people have either moved, passed away or businesses are no longer in business.  The Assessing Agent is requesting abatement of these accounts to clear up the books.  A form letter from the attorney was sent out and we did receive some money back from some of the accounts.  Going forward, the Town needs to start sending serious letters and look into what the options are if accounts are not paid by certain dates. For example sending the information to a credit agency.  Motion was made by Selectman Oceretko to approve the abatements, seconded by Selectman Nelson.  Unanimously Approved. 
5. Abatement –  The abatement request for Mr. and Mrs. Brug in the amount of $1092.42. The original amount was for $515,600 and the abatement was for a reduction to $399,600. - Selectman Oceretko motioned to accept the abatement as recommended by the Assessing Agent Ronald Beal, seconded by Selectman Nelson.  Unanimously Approved.
6. Non-Enforcement Affidavit –  This was discussed at a prior Selectman’s meeting but it was not on the agenda so nothing could be done.  This is in reference to the property at 141 Fosters Point Road.  The 3 original copies were signed by the Selectmen (one copy for Shenel Eaves, one for the Town and one for the Attorney).    
7. Other –  Update from Adam Garland in regards to the water hydrant increase.  The Tax Collector reached out to the Bath Water District in regards to the amount due prior to Town Meeting.  The date after our Town Meeting the Town received an email from them that had an increase of $4,000 that was not budgeted nor voted on at our Town Meeting.  The Town Administrator will reach out to see what can be done.
