VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS
1. Road Commissioner Update (Hill Road, Road Striping, Other Projects)
 The Town Received 4 bids for this project. 1)  Renos Excavation in the amount of $159, 560 2) Ray Labee and Sons in the amount of $176,950 3) Hager Enterprises  in the amount of $157,900  4) LP Poirier & Son Inc.  in the amount of  $130,814.  All of the bids were complete.  A special note was made by the Road Commissioner that LP Poirier & Son, Inc. made their bid without actually walking the job during the pre-bid to see what the project involved.  Selectman Oceretko mentioned that having a bid go Motion was made by Selectman Nelson to award the Hill Road project to Renos Excavation seconded by Selectman Oceretko.  Unanimously approved.  We are waiting for the road to be striped.  Renos excavation will break down everything that will be done.   
2. George Boynton Property (Marc Boynton) 
 Mr. Boynton called to say he would be unable to make the meeting tonight.
3. Municipal Mowing Contract  
The mowing contract expired on June 30th.  Chris Lyons has agreed to continue with the current rates for another year.  Next year the schools contract will be due and the town will look into combing both. The Town Administrator will look into making a contract and the Board approved the Administrator signing the contract on their behalf.  A new Certificate of Liability Insurance is needed from Mr. Lyons as well.  Selectman Oceretko motioned to accept this Selectman Nelson seconded – Unanimously approved
4. “West Bath” sign at old rest stop 
 The Board of Selectman would like to move the rock that is located at an old Rest Stop to the Town Hall. This rock has a plaque that is attached to it. The Administrator will contact Rob Morris to get further information.   The Board will confirm with Steve Renaud, to use his equipment to move the rock to the Town Hall.
5. Investment Committee Discussion 
The Town Administrator met with the Investment Committee in Phippsburg to see how the committee was selected and how they function.  The committee consists of 3 people.  The Selectman from Phippsburg mentioned that they wanted the members of this committee to have certain job requirements and knowledge.  The Investment Committee’s task was to draft and present to the Select Board an Investment policy for the Town.  Once approved the information was sent out as Requests for Proposal addressed to investment to managers.  West Bath differs from Phippsburg in that we need to wait until Town Meeting in order to take any action.  The Selectmen are hoping to form a committee in the fall.     Selectman Nelson suggested that information regarding this Committee can be placed on the website to see who would be interested in these positions.  
6. Abatement – Quaker Point Road Map/Lot R06-000-047
It was brought the Assessing Agent Ron Beal this week that the property located at Map/Lot R06/000-047 was still in the name of the prior owner.  This parcel was sold to Mr. Larry Totten in July 2013 and has since then been included in Mr. Tottens assessed value.  This error occurred due to the transferring of information from on system to the other, i.e. VISION to TRIO.   Due to the error in the systems the Assessing Agent recommended that the Selectmen abate this property.  Motion made by Selectman Oceretko and seconded by Selectman Nelson to accept this abatement in the amount $1,175.85.  Unanimously approved
7. Other  
1)  Ellis Reed, Code Enforcement Officer wanted to inform the Board that someone has requested to open a Salvage Yard on Fosters Point Road.  Mr. Reed will look into what further actions need to be made.
