1. Joyce McCreight Legislative Update
Legislative Sentiment was placed on behalf of Selectman Bourget and she read the Sentiment to the Board and a copy will be kept with the minutes.  
· Railroad Crossing – Senator McCreight spoke with the Legislative Liaison and touched base as well with Tim Cusick.  There were two options that he gave.  The State is currently looking into this.  A time frame was given of around two weeks.  
· CO2 – EPA Clean Air Act Section 111 -  This is going through the Attorney General’s Office.  In regards to the Clean Air plan Maine is ahead of the curve and should not be affected.  We really do not have the power plants and things like the other states have. 
· Revenue Sharing – Legislative updates

· Jail funding - Sherriff Joel Merry updated to the Board on where things currently stand with the jail funding.  He was able to give the board and extensive background on why the funding is the way that it is and where it will be going in the future.  He does not anticipate and increase in county taxes due to correctional cost.  
2.  Junkyard Discussion (CEO Ellis Reed)
Ellis had shown the Selectman the information regarding the junkyard.  The paper work has been given to the applicant and any remaining paper work will be given to them that is still needed. Once the paper work is submitted from the applicant the Selectman will review it.  The CEO will inform the applicant what else is needed. 
3. Road Commissioner Update (Steve Renaud)
The Road Commissioner has found an alternate way to finish construnction on Hill Road that will not require an easement to properties.  He has spoken with the Engineer and he is currently working on reworking the diagrams.  Selectman Nelson asked the Road Commissioner if this will end up like Bull Rock Road, but he informed the Board that this will be done properly and those problems will not occur.   Salt Shed door is coming and after the door is replaced it really needs a new floor.  The salt has been eating at the floor.  The cost is going to be around a couple of thousand dollars.  Steve will look into patching the floor of the shed.
4. Plow Contract Amendment (Company name change only) 
Renos Excavation has changed its name to Renos Excavation LLC, and will operate under the same conditions and there is an amendment to the contract.  A motion was made by Selectman Oceretko for Adam Garland to sign the new contract with Renos Excavation LLC seconded by Selectman Nelson.  Unanimously approved
