3. Sabino Safety Petition Update
Spoke with the Sherriff department and they placed extra patrols and have placed a digital speed sign to record the number of cars and the speed.  The residents have been contacted with the steps that the police department is taking.  The Board discussed the possibility of the Road Commissioner ordering a Stop sign for this road at the intersection of Houghton Pond Road to help with the traffic as well.

The Selectman reviewed the properties that are foreclosed in town. The Town Administrator will revisit this before Town Meeting to see how we would like to present this to the Town.

6. West Bath Historical Society 
 Leases were discussed for the Old West Bath Meeting House.  Lease is going to expire for the Old Meeting House and was determined that a longer term lease will be discussed for both properties.  The Town Administrator will prepare new leases for both properties (Old Meeting House and the Littlefield House) and present them to the board for their approval at a future meeting.  Also there are some trees that need to be addressed.  Not sure who is responsible for paying for the removal of the trees.  The Town Administrator and Ron Beal will be going to the Old Meeting House to verify what trees are on the property.

Mr. Michael Hennessey asked that the information on the website under “Municipal Profile” could be corrected.

Mr. Michael Hennessey brought up concern regarding heavy commercial trucks using the Hill Road once it is completed.  The Town Administrator will look into the legality of setting a weight limit on the road and enforcement thereof.
