Old Business: 
 A motion was made to recommend two ordinance changes to the Selectmen. The first was to begin reducing the number of licenses when licenses are not renewed, so called reduction by attrition. This is recommended because of the deteriorating state of the clam fishery.
The second was to create a new class of license called Senior Commercial for persons 65 and over The fee for such licenses to be $100 and the initial number set at two but to be flexible in the future.
(Combined with the first change, a person moving from regular commercial to senior commercial would cause the regular commercial license to be eliminated from the number of regular commercial licenses allowed)
These recommendations were approved unanimously by the committee and endorsed by those in attendance at the meeting.
