Motion was made by Selectman Nelson to accept the consent agenda as written, seconded by Selectman Hennessey.  Vote 3-0
V. PUBLIC HEARINGS – Selectman Oceretko wanted to place on record that prior to the start of the Selectman’s meeting there was a public hearing regarding review of the General Assistance Ordinance.  There was no public comment given and it was approved as written.

VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS
1. Sand/Salt Shed Project Overview (Gartley and Dorsky Engineering)
William Lang from Gartley and Dorsky came to inform the board of what their RFP entails.  Gartley and Dorsky was the company that the board approved  and there was a special town meeting where the town approved for the funds to be appropriated from the Roads Capital Account.  The Board is looking for a 25 to 30 year life span of the new structure.  Selectman Oceretko confirmed that a representative will be present to answer any questions during the public hearing that the town will have prior to the Budget Town Meeting.
2. Set Date for Annual Town Meeting
The Annual Budget Town Meeting is set for May 31, 2016 and June 14, 2016 is the date for the Primary Election so the school budget validation will be done on this date as well. 
3. Budget Calendar 
Budget Calendar was approved and will be sent out to the appropriate people.  It is a full calendar since now it includes the school.  
4. Hennessey Property (Hennessey Road) 
Selectman Hennessey respectfully abstained from this business item. Several months ago David Hennessey mentioned to Selectman Oceretko that Roger Therriault mentioned that this property was a subdivision.  The planning board ruled that it was a plot plan not subject to subdivision review standards.  Selectman Oceretko did some deed work and he was able to see that the map looks like a subdivision, but there is not a word there that says it is.  This is clearly not subject to subdivision review standards.  The family split these lots up amongst themselves.  Since the land is split solely among blood relatives this is not subject to subdivision review standards.  Planning board signed a statement showing that the land was separated amongst family back in the mid 80’s.  Selectman Nelson made a motion to issue a letter to David Hennessey regarding the property as written seconded by Selectman Oceretko.  Vote 2-0 Selectman Hennessey abstained.
5. FY 2016-2017 Public Streets Plowing RFP Discussion
The Select board was given an opportunity to weigh in on things that are needed for the public streets plowing.  Such as whether or not the public streets should go with the municipal streets or stand alone, the time frame for the contract and other items.
6. FY 2016-2017 Municipal Lots Plowing RFP Discussion 
The Select board discussed items need for this RFP.  Now that the school is a part of the town things needed for the school lot were also discussed.
7. FY 2016-2017 Mowing RFP Discussion 
The Select board discussed items for this RFP as well, also having to keep in mind the needs that the school will have.
8. Abatement 7 (Maine Audubon Society, U16 Lot 18)
Selectman Nelson made a motion to approve the abatement of Map U16 Lot 18 as a house keeping item because this is a non exempt property and they received a tax bill, seconded by Selectman Hennessey.  Vote 3-0
9. Other 
The Town Administrator Adam Garland wanted to place on record that someone placed nails in the parking lot of the Town Hall in the front and back lot.  The Fire Chief Jon Beane was able to catch this and clean up the lots before damage occurred on any vehicles.  The Sheriff department is aware of this issue and the town office will be under surveillance.
