VII.     COMMITTEE/DEPARTMENT/WORK GROUP REPORTS – Steve Renaud gave an update in reference to the roads.  The Administrator asked if the Road Commissioner was able to ask the logging company if they are able to fix the roads that they have damaged.  Steve was going to look into that for the Town.  The Town is also in the process of trying to figure out if they can post roads from heavy loads going on them.  The Road Commissioner explained with the weather being 55 degrees the day before and then it snowing the next day it made the roads slippery.
VIII.    BUSINESS ITEMS
1. 13 Hidden Drive (Garage Lot)
Mr. Kevin Gilmore is in the process of purchasing Map/Lot U10-000-016.  He was given an extension for his closing due to the fact that there are two different deeds that reference this property.  The part with the garage was foreclosed on by the Town of West Bath (Map/Lot U10-000-015-A) due to unpaid taxes, while the house was foreclosed on by the Mortgage Company (Map/Lot U10-000-016).   Mr. Gilmore stated that he would like to pay for any past due amounts to bring the property current so that he would be able to purchase this lot.  The Select Board informed Mr. Gilmore that the property would have to be involved in a bid process to take it out of foreclosure.  Motion was made by Selectman Nelson to begin the process of putting out to bid Map/Lot U10-000-015-A and for the Town Administrator to consult legal counsel in reference to this issue seconded by Selectman Hennessey.  Vote 3-0  
2. Donald Sanford (Property Dispute State Road)
Mr. Sanford did not come to the meeting in reference to the above business item so this business item was tabled.
3. Sand/Salt Building (Gartley & Dorsky) 
Due to the weather conditions the representative from Gartley and Dorsky was unable to make it. A price was given but without the representative present to explain the price and the reasoning behind this item will be discussed at a later time.  The representative will be at the next meeting on February 22, 2016.
4. Proposed FY 2016-2017 Budget Overview
