1. Coastal Trans Donation 
Motion was made by Selectman Nelson to withdrawal this item from our Warrant for Town Meeting since this company will be closing on April 22, 2016 seconded by Selectmen Hennessey. Vote 3-0
2. Sand/Salt Building (Gartley and Dorsky)
Town Administrator updated the Board with the changes that the representative from Gartley and Dorsky made to reduce the price of the Sand/Salt Shed.  Motion was made by Selectman Nelson to accept the preliminary plan and grant approval to proceed to the next step seconded by Selectman Hennessey.  Vote 3-0
3. Hidden Drive Property Map/Lot U10-015-A 
Map/Lot U10-015A has been vacant and is currently town owned.  William and Maureen Cressey have shown interest in this parcel because it is included in the deed of the property that they have recently purchased.  The Selectmen have verified with the other abutters that they have no interest in this property.
Motion was made by Selectman Nelson seconded by Selectman Hennessey to quit claim deed 14 Hidden Drive Map/Lot U10-015A to William and Maureen Cressey for the amount of $2,552.34 for outstanding taxes along with any administrative costs that incurred.  Vote 3-0
4. Lawn Mowing RFP
The town received three bids before the 2:00 deadline on March 24, 2016.  One bid came in after the deadline at 4:30 pm.

The bid from Corey Wallace was for $9,030 for three years, but this bid was excluded because it did not meet the deadline that was advertised with the bid.
