Old Business: 

Warren discussed the upcoming town meeting and the licensing process.  

Warren and Paul also discussed the issue of the area biologist not approving our request to take quohog seed from the New Meadows Lake for seeding in the river. Paul suggested that we ask for clarification as to why there is a problem with this, and Warren said he would follow up with the Town.

Note: Quohogs have become an important species in the river as soft shell clams recover from the adverse impact from green crabs and various other factors that severely diminished the stock for the past few years.  The seed bed that we would utilize is in the town of West Bath.

New Business:

Paul will follow up with the Town Administrator and the Local Plumbing Inspector regarding the progress on the septic problem that is closing the area above the Dam in Dam Cove to digging. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Note: When problems are discovered by the State in a shoreline survey they are reported to the Local Plumbing Inspector. Once reported to the LPI, it is in the hands of the Town to work out a solution to the failing septic issue.
