Old Business: 

Warren reported additional discussions with the area biologist regarding a quohog re-seeding utilizing the abundant seed in the new meadows lake for re-seeding the areas that were heavily harvested of quahogs this winter and spring. We continue to be denied permission to move seed from the lake to the flats. We have done this with good results on 2 previous occasions.

If we get permission, we will schedule a quohog re-seeding this summer. 

We also discussed the issue of shoreline survey reported septic malfunctions that cause clam flat closures and ways that the committee could somehow get some feedback on the progress of mitigation of those failing septic systems.

New Business:

Warren discussed upcoming clam re-seeding and survey events, which will be scheduled at the September meeting to be done in October.

Warren has resigned from water testing. Too bad, as he has done a great service to both the town and the State for years and years. 

Area Biologist Report: None.

Shellfish Warden Report: Doug reported that he investigated one case of a potential unlicensed digger but it turned out to be someone with a peck license.
