The board discussed doing some quohog and oyster seeding projects and decided to wait until spring to determine if it was necessary.

There was also discussion regarding the illegal taking of oysters by non-licensed harvesters.

A town resident discussed problems encountered with a worm digger crossing her property and threatening her.

Members of the committee mentioned that town clam harvesters and board members were confronted by someone while attempting to conduct a shoreline cleanup and were told to leave. This incident occurred in the same area but is unrelated to the incident discussed by the resident above.


Area Biologist Report: Peter Thayer reported on his recent examination of Back Cove and what the next steps would be in the abatement process. He agreed to meet with Warren and Paul to review and help complete the abatement paperwork. Peter also advised that the terms Eastern Oyster and American Oyster referred to the same species of oyster.

Shellfish Warden Report: Doug discussed some of the technical issues and time constraints that affect enforcement of the ordinance. He and the Board would like updated copies of the ordinance that reflect changes made at the Town Meeting this past June.

Doug also discussed the problem of some abandoned quohoging boats and the issues with disposal of them.
